Even if my knee continues to hurt, swollen up slightly, fluid build up. Next week I’m going to get a chance to heal, during team week. We didn’t win dill we got 3rd out of 6. But on the 50-question test we won. I hope your finals at school went well. I hope Jane’s father is doing better. For graduation Jane can bring Amy and Lisa is she wants. I’m sure they could use the trip with Jane. Let everyone know I’m well. I hope eightball can come down for graduation, at least come to the condo. I don’t thing he is allowed on base. I’ll try to write every night. I know you look forward to the letters everyday. Email Uncle Dan and let him know I got his letter. I will be sending out a letter soon of the food and drinks I will be requiring on family day. If you don’t meet my demand I might get upset. I know for a fact that I will need ice-cold Pepsi. Even though it will burn my tongue because of the carbonation. I need it! Could you call the recruiter Sgt. Nardone and ask what I need to do to get the recruiters assignment when on leave. It would give m extra days home. Now at the range we wear our desert camies and they have nametags on them. It makes us feel more like marines everyday. We are almost into third phase now as you might have noticed. I have noticed that I’m changed as well. It’s funny how it happens. Let everyone know I love them. See you in 40 days!
